
The ABCs of the Progressive Era

The Task:

The Progressive Era was a time for change in the United States.  To help you learn about the various reforms that took place you are going to make an ABC poster of key terms/events/people of the Progressive Era.  You will explain what term/event/person is and their impact on the time period.  

You have two options for formatting:


A poster


A book

Any other format will not be accepted.

Poster directions:

Divide your poster into 24 squares. The first square has the title and your name.  Each additional square is labeled A-Y. You will skip Q, X, and Z.   Each square will contain a key term/event/person that was relevant to the Progressive Era in the United States.   You will define/identify the term/event/person and explain its significance/impact on the time period in U.S. History. You will also include a visual that represents the term/event/person.

Book directions:  

You will need 24 pages. The first page will have the title and your name.  Each additional page is labeled A-Y. You will skip Q, X, and Z.   Each page will contain a key term/event/person that was relevant to the Progressive Era in the United States.   You will define/identify the term/event/person and explain its significance/impact on the time period in U.S. History. You will also include a visual that represents the term/event/person. (You may do the pages back to back if you choose.)

Examples:

· Q – Queen Elizabeth – ruler of England and Great Britain for the last 50 years. She has left a lasting impression regarding everything from her dress to her understanding of foreign policy.  Although she does not lead the people as a political figure, she represents all of Great Britain.  (Good example)
· Queen Elizabeth – ruler of England.
· Wears fancy hats (Bad example)

Grading
